The elements of a strong literacy program all might look terrific when viewed in
isolation.

Courtney uses her CAFE notes to move adeptly between read alouds, mini-
lessons, small strategy groups, and individual conferences, closing her morning
literacy block with writer’s workshop. Joan and Gail narrate the video for view-
ers, providing insight into the instructional and management decisions Courtney
makes within her thriving classroom of young learners.

In Part I, Clare Landrigan leads a 1st grade team of teachers and administra-
tors as they examine whole school and individual classroom data, and then use
the information to brainstorm instruction for individual students, small groups,
and whole-class lessons.

In Part II, Tammy Mulligan works with a team of 5th grade teachers and liter-
acy coaches to consider the implications of a recent comprehension assessment.
The group uses the findings from the assessment to design a demonstration les-
son Tammy leads, and the program closes with a discussion among the teachers
of observations from the lesson.

Assessing young readers involves more than determining a reading level and
moving them onto the next. Gail and Joan developed the CAFE assessment sys-
tem to help elementary students understand and master different strategies used
by successful readers. CAFE is an acronym for Comprehension, Accuracy,
Fluency, and Expanding Vocabulary, and the system includes goal-setting with
students in individual conferences, posting of goals on a whole-class board,
developing small group instruction based on clusters of students with similar
goals, and targeting whole-class instruction based on emerging student needs.
